FAA PROJECT CLOSEOUTS 
 
 

INTRODUCTION: 
Little Rock National Airport (LRNA) has operationally completed three major 
airfield projects this year and is in the process of preparing award closeout 
documentation, as required by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), to 
close the projects financially.  The FAA closeout process requires us to reconcile 
any discrepancies between the final costs and the approved grant(s).  The 
Executive Director has asked staff to prepare this summary to demonstrate the 
airport’s ability to achieve transparency, accountability and financial oversight as 
required under FAA grant assurances.  It is important for the Commission to 
formally enable the Executive Director to strategically secure the maximum 
funding possible for each project and acknowledge the flexibility afforded to him 
under the FAA’s guidelines to leverage and allocate the funding in a fashion that 
brings maximum benefit to the Airport.  The Commission is being asked to grant 
the Executive Director the authority to make the final adjustments as required to 
financially closeout the projects to the satisfaction of the funding entity.

FRONTIER AIRLINES  
 
 
 

INTRODUCTION: 
Over the past several months, staff has been working with Frontier Airlines to add 
additional daily service from LIT to Denver utilizing E-190 aircraft, a 99 passenger 
aircraft. 
 
BASIC PROVISIONS: 
This item is to authorize staff to enter into the standard Commission approved incentive 
package which includes marketing support in the amount of $25,000 and waiver of 
specific airport fees for a period of six (6) months. 
 
EFFECTIVE DATE: 
Upon Commission approval. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends that the Little Rock Municipal Airport Commission authorizes the 
Executive Director, or his designee, to enter into the airline incentive agreement with 
Frontier Airlines and to authorize the Executive Director, or his designee, to enter into 
future airline incentive agreements on behalf of the Commission, which provide for 
$25,000 or $50,000 of marketing support and a waiver of specific airport fees for a 
period of six months.

FINALIZE SUPERMARINE PHASE I  
 

 
BACKGROUND: 
On April 19, 2006, the Commission entered into a lease agreement 
(“Agreement”) with Supermarine of Little Rock, LLC.  The leasehold included 
Phase I properties which provided an existing hangar/building and associated 
ramp space along with approximately 300,000 square feet of unimproved land.  
As provided in the Agreement, the Commission issued Airport Revenue Bonds 
for the purpose of financing the costs of acquiring the expansion property located 
adjacent to Bond Street (“Area 3”) and funding the Phase I site development 
improvements including: (1) an FBO building, (2) additional hangar space 
(including office, warehouse & maintenance facilities, and (3) a new fuel farm.   
 
To date, the Area 3 properties have been acquired and the leasehold 
improvements are almost complete. (Supermarine has 1 hangar and the 
associated ramp to construct in order to finish their Phase I obligations).  The 
following summarizes the Funding Budget for Phase I of the Supermarine 
project:

settlement agreement with Supermarine, and resolving any other discrepancies 
related to this project provided such actions can be undertaken within the total 
Funding Budget identified above. Upon addressing the Commission’s Phase I 
obligations, the Executive Director will bring an item to the Commission for 
approval to close out phase 1 of this project.

TERMINAL REDEVELOPMENT PROGRAM – PHASE 1 
BUDGET UPDATE 

 
 

INTRODUCTION: 
At the Commission Retreat on April 16, 2010, the Commission voted 
unanimously to accept the design concepts for the long term Terminal 
Redevelopment Program (TRP), and also approved the following projects and 
associated budgets for Phase 1 of the Program totaling $53,616,000. 

 In-line Baggage Handling System (BHS) / Checked Baggage Inspection 
System (CBIS) Facility and Equipment   $26,138,000 

 Passenger screening checkpoint     $  1,223,000 

 Communication control center (including CCTV) $  6,183,000 

 Ticketing lobby renovation      $  4,730,000 

 Relocation of valet parking:     $     771,000 

 Concourse restroom renovation     $     331,000 

 Administration renovation      $  3,750,000 

 MUFIDS (Multi Use Flight Information Displays)  $     850,000

The Commission directed Staff to proceed with all of the projects identified above 
and endorsed the Terminal Task Force of the Commission as the group that 
would monitor the TRP on an ongoing basis and report back to the Commission. 
 
The Task Force has worked diligently with Staff and the Design Team to 
implement the vision that was approved by the Commission.  As the design has 
developed and the program has matured with the selection of contractors and the 
refinement of both scope of work and budgets, it has become evident that the 
budget should be increased to efficiently and effectively deliver the Phase 1 
Program in accordance with the Commission’s vision. 
 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Based on the work to date by the design and construction team, and with the 
support of the Terminal Task Force, Staff is requesting the total budget for the 
“Terminal Redevelopment Program – Phase 1” be increased to $66,955,000.  
The proposed funding for the Program is shown on the attached exhibit.

(“TRC”) and would permit the TRC to recommend budget, scope, or other changes with regard

 Parcel 630-B may be privately owned, but is now located inside airfield fence. Entity has 

come forth with an ownership claim.  Complete title search was finished by Beach Abstract 

on 8/10/11.  Beach staff believes a portion of the property is already owned by LRMAC 

from a condemnation the US Government conducted and subsequently granted ownership to 

LRMAC.  An appraisal was previously ordered, then put on hold due to the possibility of 

LRMAC owning a part of property.  ORC staff is working with Beach Abstract staff to 

determine what portion of the site needs to be acquired.  

 

 Reviewing files to determine how two (2) small strips of land were not acquired (5’ wide 

strip in Part 150 and 15’ wide strip in Area 1).  Appears a Scrivener’s Error may have 

occurred years ago and was continued on every deed thereafter.  ORC anticipates 

condemnation may be necessary, as property has no ownership data and no County Tax ID 

Number.

ESG Update 

 

On Tuesday night, August 9
th
, at approximately 11:56 p.m., following staff approval, Energy Systems 

Group gave the go ahead to NABCO to take substation number 3 out of service and begin the work of 

removing the existing transformer and tying the switchgear into the new distribution system.  After 

almost three hours of work, NABCO brought the new system back online and we are now officially on 

our way to complete emergency backup for the terminal for the first time since the terminal’s construction 

40 years ago.  This was the first of a three phase transition that will finally put the entire terminal building 

on an updated electrical system with full emergency generator backup. 

 

 

 

Transformer Replacement 

 

On the same night that the first phase of our electrical cutover was taking place, Facilities staff was also 

overseeing the replacement of a small failing transformer on the first floor behind the airline ticketing 

offices.  With the airlines cooperation, we replaced the transformer that feeds a number of circuits in the 

ticket lobby and ATO spaces.  This project was necessary since the existing transformer could have failed 

at any time resulting in a potentially severe interruption for our airlines and passengers. 

 

 

 

Passenger Elevator Modernization 

 

The last of three Commission approved elevator modernization projects is now under way.  The old FAA 

tower passenger elevator is now out of service for the completion of required improvements by 

ThyssenKrupp.  The work is expected to last approximately nine weeks and is the largest of the three 

elevator projects we have scheduled this year. 

 

 

 

Storm Recovery 

 

On Sunday, August 7
th
, a strong storm with winds of 77 mph pushed over the airport and surrounding 

areas.  As a result, a number of trees were damaged, and we sustained several small areas of cosmetic
